ÅDifferent from seasonal influenza (*)

Å Symptoms

Â 100% Fever 

Â 90% Cough, shortness of breath

Â 50% Diarrhea*

Â <50% Muscle aches, headache

ÅComplications

Â 90% develop pneumonia*

Â ~60% case fatality rate*
